Getting There

e  Go back to Highway 48.
e Turn left and cross the St. Croix River into Wisconsin where the road becomes Wisconsin Hwy
77.
e At the stop sign in Danbury, turn right on to Wisconsin Highway 35. Webster is 9 miles and Siren
is 6 miles further on.

Danbury Shopping

Adventures Restaurant

e From Hwy 35 in Siren toward the south end of town, take Highway 70 west.

o  Consider stopping at the Burnett Dairy Cheese Store in Alpha for
authentic Wisconsin cheese and great ice cream cones.

e  Continue west on Hwy 70 to Grantsburg.

e At the junction of Hwy 87 in Grantsburg, go right and follow the
yellow geese painted on the roadway through town to Crex
Meadows Wildlife Area and Burnett County Road F

e  From the start of County Road F at Crex Meadows check your odometer. Follow County Road F
north for 24 miles.

o After 24 miles, there will be a sharp turn to the right (east) and a yellow street sign for “St. Croix
Trail”. Follow St. Croix Trail north to WI Hwy 77. (This is a shortcut to Hwy 77. If you miss this
turn, keep going on County Road F to WI Hwy 77.)

o At WI Hwy 77, turn left (west). Cross the St. Croix River. Immediately after crossing the river, turn
right (north) on Grace Lake Road. We are just ¥z mile up the road.
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
